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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

Please read these instructions carefully before assembling.

1. Assemble this product in an open area with room to move.

2. Remove the wooden support rails from the base of the seat (2 and 3 Seater only).

3. Remove the external power cords attached to the metal posts B. Set aside for step 8.

4. Attach the seat backs to the base by sliding the metal receivers A over the metal posts B (Figure 1).
Ensure both sides align before pushing down firmly to lock in place. The seat backs are heavy. Ask for help if
you need assistance aligning the posts and receivers. Repeat across all backs.

5. Locate the power cord C on the seat back and connect to power cord D at the rear of the seat base (Figure
3). Repeat across all seats.

6. Onthe middle seat (3 Seater) and console (2 Seater), locate the light cord E attached to the seat back and
connect to light cord F at the rear of the seat base (Figure 4).

7. Connect power cord G from the middle seat (3 Seater only) to a power outlet (Figure 2).

8.  Retrieve the external power cords set aside in step 3 and connect power cord P into the socket on the left
side of the suite when facing from behind. Connect power cord 0 into the socket on the right side (3 Seater
and 2 Seater). Power cord O can be identified by the black box plug. Connect both plugs into a power outlet.

9. Check all electrical connections are firmly connected as per the above steps before turning the power
outlet on. Ensure the red switch where power cord P is connected is switched on and lit up.

10. Your suite is now assembled and ready to be used. Please read the safety instructions before operating.
